Introduction

WC introduced agenda – to discuss structure and topics for workshop.

· Proposed 2 separate days 

Day 1 introductory course for OT & PT’s new to field of HIV. 

Purpose is to increase awareness/ interest in HIV therapies. Provide clinicians with foundation knowledge to manage the HIV population. Expect high uptake, approx 70-100, fees will help to fund advanced course (day 2).

Day 2 – advanced interactive workshops for experienced clinicians with focus on research, policy development, managing complex cases, some joint OT/PT discussions, some profession specific.

· Discussed advertising – important to reach hospitals/ interested clinicians outside the London area.

EM suggested using CSP interactive resource to gauge interest in other areas.

· Dates

WC proposed both days 1 & 2 will run concurrently on a selected Thurs/ Fri

Approx. 6 Thursday/ Fridays from April ? will be offered to encourage as many clinicians from further a field to be able to attend.

· Venues/ facilities

WC suggested aiming for professional venues. All members to enquire about lecture theatres/ seminar rooms in the central London area.

Important to have professionally prepared information packs, in view of the fee which attendees will be asked to pay.

· Topics

WC presented yellow slips for day 1 topics

e.g pathology, transmission, epidaemiology, ART therapy, neuro, respiratory, musculoskeletal, lipodystrophy
Green slips for day 2 

Eg Phd projects, lipodystrophy advances, neuropsychiatry, develop policies, asylum/immigration, cognition, community services

· Follow-up

EM suggests follow-up sessions from day 2 to present progress on audit/ project titles.
Other business

· SG enquired about how people felt about offering elective placements. 

CH reports she has done some work with universities however not much uptake for elective placements, also no funding for taking students at the Mildmay.

· SG fedback to EM, KW & RL about the CREATE study happening at St Thomas’ hospital, investigating metabolic markers. Possibility of linking exercise study in with the BHIVA protocol for managing cardiovascular risk being led by Barry Peters & Michael Aboud at St Thomas’ hospital.

EM to send 3-5 articles to SG, KW & RL for review of pro’s/ cons and models that a new study could be based on.

Following discussion it is clear that there are many topics which could be investigated. Next step is to decide on 1 focal topic. SG to get hold of proforma and clarify aims of CREATE study.
